NFPP BIL FY2022 and FY2023
Funding for Brook Trout

NFPP BIL funded 9 projects across 6 states
that either directly or indirectly benefitted 
Brook Trout. 

Brook Trout was the target species for 5 of the 
9 projects funded. 

Total amount awarded was $8,417,650, 
which leveraged $8,617,281 in partner 
funding. 

When completed, these projects will reopen 
568 stream miles, restore 330 acres of 
habitat by removing over 38 instream 
barriers.
