Amendment to EBTJV project Restoring Habitat Connectivity in the Bobbs Creek Watershed, PA Under the EBTJV
This project supports planned monitoring and assessment ($12,550) for the Bobbs Creek project and an additional stream, Shingle Mill Hollow.  Remaining funds ($37,450) will be used to leverage replacement of the two culverts originally planned for replacement such that a third culvert will also be replaced.  Extra funding from the USFS Allegheny National Forest stewardship timber sales enabled the partnership to add one additional culvert replacement to the overall restoration project which now includes the new Shingle Mill Hollow project as well as the original two culverts on tributaries to Bobbs Creek.  This funding (NFHAP/EBTJV) combined with matching funds from the USFS and National Fish Passage Program (via Lower Great Lakes FRO) will allow for the opening of a total of 5.0 miles of tributary habitat to fish passage.
